As one of the first sports philanthropies to develop its own flagship direct service
program, Junior Giants, the Giants Community Fund reaches children who would not
otherwise have access to organized recreational activities. Now in its 15th year,
Junior Giants is a free baseball program that emphasizes self-esteem over statistics
and scholarship over scorecards. Each year the program reaches 15,000 girls and
boys ages 5-18 living in inner cities and rural suburbs in Central and Northern
California, Oregon and Nevada. Many San Francisco Giants players have given their
own time and resources to raising the visibility of Fund programs and public
awareness campaigns, suchasUnt i | T h eureeDay forAHIVZAIDS education and
services, and Strike Out Violence Day.

The Steve Patterson Award for Excellence in Sports Philanthropy, given
annually to a professional sports organization and/or individual athlete philanthropy
that demonstrate excellence and leadership in philanthropy, was established in 2005
by the Sports Philanthropy Project and the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation (RWJF),
the largest foundation devoted to health and health care in the United States. The
award was created in memory of Steve Patterson, former UCLA basketball star, NBA
player and college coach, and one who believed in and practiced the power of sports
philanthropy to make a difference in the lives of others. Patterson died of cancer in
July 2004 at the age of 56.
